In today's session, we first mentioned some of the educational corners, which is the area in the classroom
that contains various activities that develop students' skills. Examples of educational acorns, reading
corner, design and girls corner, role-playing corner, creative expression corner, mathematics corner,

Science Corner, Technology Corner.

Every corner must have its own tools. In the reading corner, it should be a quiet corner. There should be
stories and books to read, and activities that include reading some letters and different names, such as
the names of plants or the names of animals. In the design and construction corner

That tools such as cubes, colors, and colored and white colors are available. As for the role-playing corner
and the creative expression corner, a small theater should be provided, different and colorful clothes,
stage puppets or dolls. In the Mathematics and Science Corner, providing math numbers and signs
(addition, subtraction, equals), in the Science Corner providing names and pictures of plants and animals.
And in the last corner, which is the Technology Corner, a teacher must provide technology tools such as
a laptop, computer, or iPad. However, We also discussed types of learning environments.




There are four types of learning environments. The four learning environments have distinct
characteristics, yet each seeks to meet the needs of students. First, learner-centered environments use
students' existing knowledge to build new information, and the key word in this genre is discussion.
Second, knowledge-focused environments help students gain a deeper understanding. Once students
gain understanding, they can transfer knowledge to new contexts and real-world situations, the key word
for this genre is problem solving. Third, environments that focus on assessment emphasize the
importance of feedback in learning. Students need opportunities to get feedback so they can review their
work, so the key word in this type is comments. Fourth, societal environments revolve around a common
set of expectations and foster a sense of community, the key word of which is making mistakes.

Through this lesson, | will be able to divide the classroom into educational corners that help and develop
the child's skills. This lesson will influence me to be a good teacher, and to be able to help students to
improve and develop their skills through the teaching corners, and the educational corners must be
prepared with the appropriate tools that are related to the lesson. However, know that the educational
corners should include the appropriate materials for the subject, for example the reading corner should
contain books, stories and letters for you to read.
