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Kindergarten class rules
In today's session, we discussed the competencies that should be in my personality, which are
knowledge, skills and behavior. There are six competencies that we will assess in practical




training which are professionalism, learning management, learning planning, learning
implementation, learning assessment, and reflection.

We read a file containing the classroom and school rules for kindergarten.

The kindergarten stage is the most important educational stage for a child, as it is the educational
stage of the child, which begins with leaving the house and going to school.

The school is responsible for this age or educational stage of the child, the school must provide
all appropriate conditions for the growth and education of the child.

Provide an appropriate educational environment for the child, and always follow up the
commitment of children and teachers to instructions and instructions.

Laws and classroom instructions for kindergartens that parents, teachers, and students must
abide by are first, the obligation to attend school on time and commitment to the end time of
school, and secondly, the guardian must bring any evidence in the event that his child is absent
from school frequently.

Third, the obligation to wear the designated school uniform. Fourth, the preservation of school
property. Fifth, it is forbidden to accompany the child during the school day, and approval must
be obtained from the kindergarten administration. Sixth, inform the school if the child suffers from
chronic diseases or health problems. Seventh, it is forbidden to send any sums of money more
than the child's needs.

There are special instructions for dealing with each child, which are as follows:

* The child should sleep early.

« Commitment to shower times and maintaining dental hygiene.

* The child has breakfast before he goes to kindergarten or school.

» Accustom the child to calmness in school and not to make a mess in the kindergarten.
* Take care to wear the school uniform.

* Provide a notebook for exchanging notes between the child and the guardian.

The kindergarten teacher has a great role in developing the child’s personality and strengthening
the relationship between the kindergarten and the guardian. These are some of the roles or
professions that a kindergarten teacher should perform, and they are, treat each child with
affection, love and respect, know the causes of the child’s mistakes and treat them, more attention
to children with good or good behavior, prices the child with his value, equality and justice in the
treatment of children, discussion and dialogue with Children, not to get angry or ridicule the child
in front of his colleagues, the kindergarten teacher must be positive and a good role model in
words and actions, and she must develop the child's skills, build his self-confidence and
encourage him.

This lesson will help me in practical training a lot, as | will set the class rules for the class that |
will teach, and | must guide the students with the classroom and school instructions and rules so
that the student will be a diligent and committed student.

The responsibility of the child is shared between the guardian and the school or kindergarten, as
cooperation is the first basis for building the child’s personality.
